• Does the caterpillar eat any strawberries in the story? (yes)

Story-Based Wh-Questions  

• What kind of animal is in this story? (caterpillar, butterfly) 
 

• Where is the egg laying at the beginning of the story? (on a leaf) 
 

• What is in the sky when we first see the egg laying on the leaf? (moon) 
 

• How does the caterpillar feel when he comes out of the egg? (hungry) 
 

• What did the caterpillar eat first? (apple) 
 

• How does the caterpillar feel after eating all the food on Saturday? (yucky, 
stomach ache, etc.) 
 

• Where does the caterpillar go to turn into/grow into his new form? (a cocoon)
