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EXPLORING LIFE IN THE 1700’s

The children in Global Ed. will have the
opportunity to experience what life was like in
early America in the 1700’s during the week
February 8-12. We will be looking at this time
period from multiple perspectives: from those
who came here to escape religious
persecution, from those who were brought
here involuntarily to serve as free labor, and
from those indigenous people who lived here
long before settlers arrived. During the week
of February 8-12, students will have an
opportunity to create projects such as horn
books, tin art, and corn husk dolls as well as
learn about wampum and children’s games of
this time period. In addition, each class will be
learning a dance from the 1700’s that will be
recorded for later viewing by families. Due to
the current configuration of classes and
schedules, there will be some variability in
how and when this special event takes place.

RAINFOREST ANIMAL POSTER REPORT
(January 25-29)

We have begun out study the rainforest and
the animals that inhabit it. Your child is to pick
one animal that lives in the rain forest and
create a poster report that includes: e a picture
of the animal (drawn, from a magazine or the
Internet) e a description of the animal in terms
of size, and features e a description of what the
animal eats (its prey) e a description of its
habitat (where it lives in the forest) ¢ a
description of its predators and how it protects
itself e any other interesting facts Remember to
have your child write the poster in his/her own
words. Please have your child practice
presenting the poster before his/her sharing
day. We appreciate it if you use the poster
paper that we send home.

ONE HUNDRED ITEMS MUSEUM

(February 1-5) Help your child find something interesting
to count and bring in for the 100’s collection museum. It
is fun to see if the children can create the
lightest/heaviest collection, the most colorful, the
funniest, etc. Collection size will be limited to what
students can carry all by themselves. This collection is to
be brought in on your child’s sharing day.

ANCESTOR SHARING

(January 11-15)

We are studying how and why people and
animals migrate. This topic sharing will
require a world map that will be sent
home with your child a week prior to topic
sharing. Parents will need to discuss with
their child where their families originated
and locate these countries on the world
map. The map should be labeled to
indicate from which countries the child’s
mother’s family and the child’s father’s
family originated.
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
