● Solana Ranch​: Throughout the week, kindness door decorating and reading books focused on                         

kindness, such as “How Full Is Your Bucket?”  

● Solana Santa Fe​: Students participate in Science, Technology, Research, Engineering, Arts, Math                       

(STREAM) buddy projects on the theme of “Building Bridges of Kindness” and share their work at                               

morning assembly on Friday, January 31. STREAM projects are supported by the Solana Beach                           

Schools Foundation. 

● Solana Vista​: Daily gratitude circles where students share bracelets with classmates who have                         

demonstrated kindness 

“It’s encouraging and rewarding to see our schools embracing a district-wide approach to the                           

Great Kindness Week Challenge,” said Superintendent Jodee Brentlinger. “Our overarching goal is to                         

demonstrate and reinforce that kindness is something we do every day, not just one week out of the year.”
